You can select TKIP, AES & TKIP+AES for WPA and WPA2. You can

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➢ Disable: to disable the WiFi Module.

SSID Broadcast 

If the service set identifier (SSID) broadcast function is enabled, the TMF08 

broadcasts the SSID of the wireless local area network (WLAN) facilitating clients' 

access to the WLAN. The disadvantage is that unauthorized clients can also access 

the WLAN. If the SSID broadcast is disabled, the TMF08 does not broadcast the SSID 

of the WLAN. The SSID must be entered manually and correctly from a client before 

the client accesses the WLAN. This improves the security of the WLAN. 

Procedure 

1. Click Setting> WiFi Setting. 

2. Set SSID Broadcast.  

➢ Enable: to enable the SSID broadcast. 

➢ Disable: to disable the SSID broadcast.

DHCP Settings 
 

Enabling the DHCP Server 

If the Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) server is enabled, TMF08 

allocates IP addresses to clients connected to it. 

Context 

➢ Start IP address, End IP address, and DHCP lease time (s) are available to be 

set only when the DHCP server is enabled.  

➢ After the DHCP server is enabled, enable the function to automatically obtain 

an IP address and a DNS server address from clients. 

Procedure 
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1. Choose Setting > Advance > DHCP. 

2. In IP address, enter the IP address of TMF08. 

3. In Subnet mask, enter the subnet mask of TMF08. 

4. Select Enable to enable the DHCP server. 

5. In Start IP address, enter a start IP address. 

6. In End IP address, enter an end IP address. 

7. In DHCP lease time (s), enter a lease time. 

8. Click APPLY button.  

 NOTE:  

➢ The start IP address must be smaller than the end IP address.  

➢ The minimum range from the start IP address to the end IP address is an 

independent IP address.  

Example of DHCP Server Configuration 

Enable the DHCP server, and then configure the clients in the local area network to 

obtain IP addresses in a specified network segment automatically. 

1. In IP address, enter an IP address. For example, 192.168.1.1. 

2. In Subnet mask, enter a subnet mask. For example, 255.255.255.0. 

3. Select Enable to enable the DHCP server. 

4. In Start IP address, enter a start IP address. For example, 192.168.1.100. 

5. In End IP address, enter an end IP address. For example, 192.168.1.200.

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PIN Setting 

PIN Settings provides PIN security settings to prevent unauthorized use of the USIM 

card. 

PIN Verification 

If PIN verification is turned on, you need to enter the PIN only when the TMF08 is 

turned on. If PIN verification is turned off, no PIN is required. 

Choose Settings > Advance > PIN setting you can enable or disable the PIN 

verification. 

Context 

➢ If a PIN is required, enter the correct PIN.  

➢ If you enter your PIN incorrectly three times consecutively, the USIM card is 

locked and you must enter the PIN unlock key (PUK). 

➢ If you enter the PUK incorrectly ten times consecutively, the USIM card is 

locked permanently. If you cannot enter the correct PIN or PUK, network-

associated functions are unavailable.  

➢ The PIN and the PUK are provided with the USIM card. If you did not receive 

them or forgot them, please contact your service provider.

➢ Enable: to turn on PIN verification. 

➢ Disable: to turn off PIN verification.

3. Select the user info from user list, that Host name and MAC address will add to 

port forwarding list, but you need to enter the Config Name, Local and Wan port 

by manually. Or you can enter all of info by manually. 

Note: Local port can be repeated, WAN port cannot be repeated. In some cases, 

Service Provider will not assign WAN IP to TMF08. In this case the WAN IP on 

TMF08 is still a local area network address, and this function cannot take effect. 

4. Click APPLY button. 

5. Start the server which has added to the port forwarding list. 

Note: The server can be Web server, ftp server, or Web camera server etc. 

6. Internet clients can access these servers through WAN IP address and WAN port 

of TMF08. Such as: http://183.42.114.82:8080 

7. The server can be accessed successfully.

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DMZ 

If external users cannot access certain network services provided by the local area 

network (LAN), use the DMZ function provided by TMF08 to set the client that 

provides the required network services as the DMZ host; external users can then 

access these services properly. DMZ is an acronym for the demilitarized zone in 

networks. 

Prerequisite 

DMZ users are not protected by the firewall and may be easily attacked. In addition, 

the security of other users in the LAN is compromised. 

Procedure 

1. Choose Settings > Security > DMZ Settings. 

2. Select: 

➢ Enable: to enable the DMZ function. 

➢ Disable: to disable the DMZ function. 

3. In DMZ IP address: Enter the IP address of the client to be set as the DMZ host. 

Note: One client can be set as the DMZ host at a time. 

4. Click Apply. 

DDNS 

The function is only used when Port Forwarding function enabled. 

1. Choose Setting > Advance > DDNS. 

2. Enable DDNS. 

3. Select one DDNS server from server list. 

4. Input Domain name, Username and Password matched with DDNS server. 

5. Click APPLY button. 
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6. Start the server on the device that added the port forwarding list. 

Note: The server can be Web server, ftp server, or Web camera server etc. 

7. Internet clients can access these servers through Domain name and WAN port of 

TMF08. Such as: http://www. no-ip.com :8080. 

8. The server can be accessed successfully. 

Note: 

➢ TMF08 only support follow three DDNS server: no-ip.com; dyndns-ip.com; 

oray.com. 

➢ Domain name, Username and Password need be applied for in special 

organization by user. 

➢ If DDNS function enabled, you can get the IP address in real time after click 

APPLY button. 

WPS 

WiFi Protected Setup (WPS) is a special way to connect WiFi, the AP and the client 

can automatically for security settings, you can simply press the button or enter the 

PIN. 

Note: WPS only supports the WIFI Security Mode as follows: Disabled, WPA2-PSK, 

WPA-PSK/WPA2-PSK and only supports the WPA Option as follows: AES, AES+TKIP. 

WiFi Extender 

The WiFi extender feature boosts WiFi signal strength and connects to WiFi 

networks where available to reduce mobile data usage.

http://mobile.router/engineering.html). 

4. When TMF08 is used for Internet access, the Point-to-Point Protocol (PPP) 

Username and Password must be set correctly. For details, see Creating a 

Network Profile. 

5. If the Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol (DHCP) service is not enabled but 

the clients are set to obtain IP addresses dynamically, the clients cannot access 

the Internet. In this case, enable the DHCP service. For details, see DHCP 

Settings. 

6. Check if the network adapters of the clients are working properly. 

7. Contact your service provider if the problem persists. 

Clients Cannot Access the WLAN  

Procedure 

1. Check whether there are potential interference sources or shielding objects

RNDIS port. 

Solution: Upgrade the relevant antivirus software to its latest version. If the problem 

persists, disable the software's firewall.  

How to deal with frequent network interruptions  

Procedure 

1. Check the signal strength and put TMF08 in a place with good signal coverage. 

2. Close other service connections.  

3. Contact Service Provider if the problem persists.  

Cannot Open the MMI Page even a Network Connection Is Set Up? 

Procedure 

1. Restart your computer and Re-establish network connection. 

2. Check if the computer is infected with viruses.  

3. Check if the TMF08 service is blocked by computer antivirus software.  
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4. Check if the APN Username and Password in the profile management settings 

are correct. Please ask your service provider for details
